Consensus and conclusions:

· Indianola “pearl” boundaries as proposed by OPG are good, except consider including lands east to and including the Methodist church camp, and the Suquamish tribal properties.

· Keep separate planning for Indianola internal trails vs. pearl interconnecting trails

· Coordinate closely with Kingston Citizen’s Advisory Committee (KCAC) to pursue pearl connecting trails thru Arborwood and the OPG option property. KCAC pocs. Walt Elliot, Bobbie Moore and Carolina Veenstra

· Strategy for inter-pearls trails: develop a firm Indianola/Kingston plan before presenting it to the county as a “let us do it” approach with county support, i.e. don’t wait for the county to come up with a plan

· The White Horse Golf Course (WHGC) trail is a key connector to the North Kitsap Heritage Park (NKHP), pursue the county and WHGC to complete the trail

· Trail access to the NKHP from Miller Bay Estates is a key connector

· Build Indianola community momentum with community walks (treks?) on trails and proposed trails, e.g. woodland preserve, Midway right-of way, NKHP………….
